	Why is the USA the world’s only superpower? The USA is the wealthiest and most powerful country, with a culture that everyone buys into, and a president most countries look to for help/guidance. They are resource rich, with plenty of oil, gold and minerals.

	How does military strength create power? Uses military force and bases to put hard power onto other countries and areas

	13
	How does political strength create power? Stable and less corrupt governments encourage more investment and greater allies allowing for more power.

	14
	Why is the American Dream so powerful? It attracts both investment and migration to the country. People move to feel safe, earn money through working.

	15
	How does physical geography affect power? Extreme climates, difficult relief and being land locked can all affect the development and therefore power of a country. 

	16
	How has Chinese investment affected African countries? Investment in infrastructure such as roads has allowed more trade and faster access although much of the profits are felt in China rather than the African countries e.g. ANGOLA 

	17
	How does Antarctica hold power? Being ‘the last wilderness’ it is owned by over 5 countries, is used for scientific research and resources.
