	Name two things you know about a coping saw. 
A coping saw is used to cut wood or plastic and cuts curved/intricate lines.

	What can happen to a coping saw if you don't use it correctly? 
When using a coping saw the blade can easily snap if you don’t take your time and use it correctly.

	What tool would you use to cut into metals? 
A hacksaw/junior hacksaw would be used to cut into metals.

	What are control measures? 
Control measures are things that are put in place to keep yourself and others safe. 

	12
	When using hand saws what control measures are put in place? 
The control measures that should be followed when using hand saws are to keep your hands away from the blade, make sure the blade is sharp and well adjusted, tie your hair back, no jewellery or loose garments, secure the workpiece into a clamp and keep hands away from the cutting edge.
